American Square Dance

Formation

This dance may be done in a square or in a single circle composed of any number of part-
ners. The girl stands to the right of her partner.

THE CALL

NOW DO-SA-DO WITH YOUR CORNERS ALL,
YOUR CORNERS ALL, YOUR CORNERS ALL;

AND IT’S DO-SA-DO WITH YOUR PARTNERS ALL,
FOR THAT’S THE STYLE IN THE ARMY;

ALLEMANDE LEFT WITH YOUR CORNERS ALL,
YOUR CORNERS ALL, YOUR CORNERS ALL;

ALLEMANDE RIGHT WITH YOUR PARTNERS ALL
AND SWING THEM ALL AROUND;

BALANCE TO YOUR CORNERS ALL, YOUR
CORNERS ALL, YOUR CORNERS ALL;

SWING THE CORNER LADY, ALL, AND
PROMENADE THE HALL . . . (Music plays for promenade).

The dance is done six times, so each boy will dance with six different girls.
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
